Dear Parents,
As you will be aware ALL CHILDREN in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 receive a free hot lunch in school which over 90% of our children access. This brings parents a saving of over £400 per year!  
However I am writing to you ask for your support by encouraging all parents who are eligible for Free School Meals under the criteria outlined below to still apply for this benefit. Only if parents apply in this way can Whitby Heath gain access to Pupil Premium Funding. This funding stream makes a huge impact on provision within school as it brings £1300 per successful application / per child, which is in addition to the school budget. The impact of this funding is huge both on children’s progress and in supporting a range of activities. The way school uses this funding is published on the school’s website under Pupil Premium. 
PLEASE BE AWARE: If eligible parents do not apply we do not receive this funding stream and therefore forfeit the full monies which school is entitled to from the Pupil Premium Grant.
We have noticed there has been a reduction in the Pupil Premium funding accessed from Reception to Year 2 since the start of the Universal Infant Free School Meals and therefore a reduction of the eligible grant coming into the school.
