	Recall and name different beliefs and practices, including festivals, worship, rituals, and ways of life, and find out about the meanings behind them.
Retell and suggest meanings to some religious and moral stories. I can explore and discuss sacred writings and sources of wisdom and recognising the communities from which they come.

Recognise some different symbols and actions which express a community’s way of life, appreciating some similarities between communities.

Ask and respond to questions about what communities do, and why.  Able to identify what difference belonging to a community might mean.

Discuss different ways of expressing identity and belonging. 

Able to notice and respond sensitively to some similarities between different religions and worldviews.

Asks questions about belonging, meaning and truth and can express my own ideas and opinions in response.

Find out about and respond with ideas to examples of co-operation between people who are different.

Find out about questions of right and wrong and begin to express my own ideas and opinions.


	Describe religions and world views, connecting my ideas and prior learning. 

Make connections between different stories / sayings and what they teach followers of different religions / worldviews.

Explore belief in action and make connections with my own life and communities.
Give thoughtful responses using different forms of expression. 

Understand the commitment and dedication needed for those who follow a religion or non-religious world view.
Able to consider an aspect of a religion and show differences and similarities to other religions or worldviews. 
Discuss why worshippers choose to attend a particular place of worship and what it means to belong. 
Discuss examples of key leaders in stories from different religions or world views as peacemakers and what this means.
Reflect on my own values and explore what I can learn from the values of believers.
	Describe and make connections between different features of the religions and worldviews we have studied in life and reflect on ideas.

Describe and understand links between stories and other aspects of the communities I have been investigating.
